WHY IS YOUR WORK ON

IMPORTANT TO YOU?
Disney has always carried the torch 
of great film music. It’s so much a 
part of the Disney legacy and it’s an 
honor to be a part of that.

Studio if they still had them, and they 
sent me photos. Director Marc Webb 
and I went into the studio and got to 
toot on those very same whiskey jugs! 
That same sound is echoed in the 
new music.

WHAT IS ONE OF YOUR BEST 
PERSONAL MEMORIES FROM 
COMPOSING THE SCORE?
I composed Snow White’s theme while 
on a camping trip with my family 
by singing it into my phone. Seven or 
eight months later, I was sitting in a 
recording studio in London, hearing an 
orchestra of 100 of the best musicians 
in the world playing that same music. 
It was a career highlight. One other 
little, fun moment for me was getting 
to be Dopey’s whistling voice. He 
doesn’t speak, but he learns to whistle. 
I went into the studio and was filmed 
whistling so the CGA (Computer 
Graphic Animation) animators could 
capture my facial expressions for 
Dopey. I’ll be telling my grandchildren 
about that scene! 

ARE THERE STAND-OUT 
MUSICAL MOMENTS 
AUDIENCES SHOULD  
LISTEN FOR? 

There are quite a few. But one “pinch 
me” moment is when Snow White 
emerges from the forest, meets 

WHAT ARE YOUR GOALS 
WHEN COMPOSING A  
FILM SCORE? 
My ultimate goal is to create a 
musical score that supports the 
story and also brings the viewers 
on the emotional journey with 
the characters. For instance, Snow 
White’s theme starts very simply 
and innocently, but ends much more 
powerfully as she finds her own 
path. The music and the film make 
magic together.

DID YOU INCORPORATE  
THE ORIGINAL SONGS INTO 
THE SCORE?
Absolutely! These songs have been 
sung and loved by so many people 
for so many generations, they’re 
elevated to a level of national and 
international consciousness. 

HOW DID YOU UPDATE THE 
MUSIC AND YET STAY TRUE 
TO ITS ORIGINS?
I used many of the classic elements 
from the original film score, 
but updated them with more 
modernized harmonies and rhythms 
for today’s audiences. For instance, 
I researched how they produced 
the original music for Grumpy’s 
pipe organ. Sound master, Jimmy 
McDonald had people blowing into 
empty whisky jugs and ocarinas, a 
small wind instrument. I asked the

Brave 100-mile-an-hour gales and icy temperatures  
in Antarctica and savor the tropical warmth of the  

Galapagos Islands with award-winning National Geographic 
wildlife filmmaker, Bertie Gregory. He and his film crew uncover 
Secrets of the Penguins, a new nature documentary debuting on 

Disney+ this April 21st. Gregory has filmed wildlife worldwide and  
is fascinated by penguins, and viewers will be too, after watching 

this remarkable documentary that took over two years to film.

CLUMSY, COMICAL AND CLEVER
“On land, penguins seem so clumsy 
and comical, but that same animal can 
jump into the sea and swim underwater, 
holding its breath for 15 to 20 minutes. 
They have learned to adapt, survive 
and raise their young in unimaginably 
challenging environments,” says Gregory. 
He admires the penguins’ incredible 
instincts. “If they are good at anything, 
it’s figuring out how to survive,” he says.

No one can predict what they’ll observe 
when filming wildlife, and filmmakers 
don’t get directly involved with the 
animals. “Our job is to observe and 
document,” Gregory explains. “You start 
a project with hopes that you’ll capture 
something phenomenal, but it’s often 
about being at the right place at the 
right time. We were filming Emperor 
Penguin chicks going for their first  
swim when we noticed a flock of  
chicks jumping from a fifty-foot-high  
ice cliff. They made it, but our hearts 
were in our mouths!” 

SNATCHING FOOD TO SURVIVE
While on the Galapagos Islands, filming 
the diminutive Galapagos Penguins, the 
rarest penguin in the world, Gregory and 
his team observed another remarkable 
penguin behavior. “Much of the year, the 
island currents bring a wealth of nutrient 
rich food,” he explains. “But sometimes 
the currents shift and food becomes 
scarce. We observed that the penguins 
watched the pelicans dive for fish. When 
the pelicans came up and settled on 
the waves, the penguins darted out 
to snatch any fish that fell from the 
pelicans’ bills.”

“We were handed some secrets and 
some moments that we couldn’t have 
begun to imagine, let alone plan for 
ahead of time,” Gregory concludes. “I 
hope that anyone who watches the film 
comes away with as much appreciation 
for these incredible creatures as much as 
we have.”
